Ulysses Grant Moore Jr. (Butch) born August 10, 1938 of Newport, TN.
formally of Bridgeton, N.J. & Tivoli N.Y., passed away after a valiant fight with
cancer at his home on August 12, 2013. He had just celebrated his 75th
birthday two days prior. 
Butch was born in Rhinebeck, NY to Ulysses Grant Moore Sr. & Verna
Elizabeth Rion Moore. Raised in the Episcopalian faith, he spent the majority
of his childhood in Tivoli, N.Y. before moving several times with his family and
settling in Bridgeton N.J., where as a teenager he chose to stay with dear
family friends Homer & Fannie Raines of Seabrook, N.J. when his family
moved back to N.Y. 
In September of 1960, he met the love of his life, Duane Marie Fournier. They
married October 28th 1967 and would have celebrated their 46th anniversary
this year. 
Butch held several jobs throughout his life which included positions with E.I.
DuPont, Pete & Hitch Ford & Gratz Datsun before making the life changing
decision to purchase Brock's Open Air Market & Deli and moving to the
mountains of East Tennessee in 1980, where he became a larger than life
member of the community loved by most.
