Court of Appeals

and the Supreme Court of the United States of America.



He was the first Municipal Judge for the Town of Parrottsville. He served in the
Tennessee

Legislature as a Senator. In the latter part of his law career, he was a partner
and co-founder of

Myers & Ball, LLP. He received many awards connected to his legal practice.
He was a member of the Tennessee Trial Lawyers Association and the
Tennessee Bar

Association. Over several decades he served as President, Vice President
and Treasurer of the

Newport/Cocke County Bar Association.

He was elected as Tennessee Republican Executive Committeeman for the
Fourth Senatorial

District and served in that position for decades.
