Mary Jacqueline Payne passed away peacefully at her home at 324 Fourth
Street, Newport, on Thursday afternoon, September 3, 2009. 
Known to her family and friends as "Jackie," Mrs. Payne was born August 20,
1922 in Memphis, TN, the only child and beloved daughter of John Walter and
Ruth (Quinn) Norfolk. 
She was educated in Memphis schools and graduated from Messick High
School. During this time, she became known as a supremely talented lyric
soprano who performed in numerous school programs, church services, and
civic events. 
After a short time at college, she left to marry her high school sweetheart,
John B. Payne. The couple wed in Mississippi on November 6, 1944. He left
immediately for military service in World War II. 
Upon his return in 1945, the couple moved to Germantown, where they lived
with her mother while their home "Plum Wile" was constructed. They moved
into their residence in 1947 and remained there until February of 2000, when
they re-located to Newport to be near their daughter and her family. 
She was a member of Fellowship Presbyterian Church. She was known as an
exceptional gardener and as a genteel hostess. 
In addition to her husband, Mrs. Payne is survived by her daughter and son-
in-law Jackie and Dr. A. J. Garbarino, Newport; two grandsons and their
wives: Jake and Sarah Garbarino, San Antonio, TX and Judd and Elizabeth
Garbarino, Asheville, NC; and four great-grandchildren: Mary Grace, Caroline,



and Guy James Garbarino, San Antonio, TX and Amelia Garbarino, Asheville,
NC. 
The family will receive friends from 1:30-2:00 p.m. on Sunday, September 6,
2009, at Fellowship Presbyterian Church with the funeral service to follow.
