Nannie Tennessee Gray Hale, Cocke County's oldest citizen, died early
Sunday morning, August 27, 2017, in Dandridge, TN, at the age of 106 ½.

She was educated at Edwina Elementary School and, at the time of her death,
was the oldest living graduate of Cocke County High School.

A devoted member of Newport's First Christian Church for nearly 70 years,
she attended services until recently. 
She was married to the late Allen Aubra Hale for nearly 70 years. 
She is survived by one son, Roger Hale, and wife, Dr. Shirley Holt-Hale, of
Oak Ridge, TN, plus numerous nieces, nephews, cousins, her church and
Wellington families, and countless friends.
