
Newell Sanders (Hooper) Hurd
November 9, 1916 - June 6, 2010

Newell Sanders (Hooper) Hurd passed away Sunday night , June 6, 2010, at
Cocke County Convalescent Center at the age of 93 after a period of declining
health. The daughter of Governor Ben Walter Hooper and his wife, the former
Annabelle Jones, she was born in Newport on November 9, 1916 at the family
home after her father had fulfilled his term as Tennessee's governor. 
The family later moved to Chicago after her father accepted a position as
Chairman of the U. S. Railroad Labor Board and it was here that she began
her education. 
Following the family's return to Cocke County in 1925, she continued her
studies at Newport Grammar School and Cocke County High School. 
On March 11, 1935, she married Edward Floyd Hurd, a young attorney who
came to Newport in 1931 to practice law with Dooley McSween and George
R. Shepherd. The couple became the parents of four daughters. 
In 1936, she was the second Bristol Virginia-Tennessee Dogwood Festival
Queen. She was also a charter member of the Newport Clifton Club and of the
William Cocke Chapter Daughters of the American Revolution. 
Many teenagers of the 1950s-1960s will remember her as a teacher of
ballroom dancing. She was also a Brownie Scout leader in the 1950s. 
For many years, she was an active member of First Baptist Church of
Newport. In 1969 she was confirmed in the Episcopal Church of the
Annunciation and was a devoted member as long as her health permitted.
She served on the church's Mission Council on more than one occasion. 



She will be remembered as a gracious hostess who welcomed countless
groups and individuals to her home in Carson Springs. 
In addition to her parents and husband, she was preceded in death by one
sister Anna B. (Hooper) Phillips and three brothers Ben Jones Hooper, James
Randolph Hooper, and Lemuel Washington "Tige" Hooper. 
Survivors include her daughters Jane (Hurd) Ferree, Glendale Springs, NC;
Frances (Hurd) Mullen and husband Maxwell, Newport; Sandra (Hurd) Scott
and husband Stan, Nashville; and Annabelle H. Hurd, Hendersonville, NC;
