Mr. Jones was a faithful member of First Baptist Church, and until recently
attended Travis Balls' Sunday School Class. 
Before his illness, he was an avid gardener, and enjoyed sharing the results
with his friends. He was also known for making some of the best peanut butter
fudge in town, and it was coveted by those who knew him.
